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From Pastor Nate . . . . 
If I was to list my favorite movies, “The Lord of the Rings” would be near the top. I 

read JRR Tolkien’s trilogy before the movies came out and it was very evident that 

his writing was influenced by his Christian faith. There is an ongoing battle between 

the forces of darkness and light. The story centers on a “ring” that gave its bearer 

great power. In a scene where the Hobbit, Frodo, tries to give the ring to the Wizard, 

Gandalf, he refuses to accept it acknowledging that he would seek to use the ring for 

good, but through him it would it work a great evil. In the end we see that even the 

good-hearted Frodo is overtaken by the evil temptation of the ring. 

Martin Luther liked to stress that we need to recognize that we are simultaneously 

saint and sinner. We like to believe that we can discern good from evil, but often 

times what is evil is attractive and appears to be good in our eyes. Remember what  

St. Paul said, “For even Satan disguises himself as an angel of light.” (2 Corinthians 

11:14) One of the names for Satan is “Lucifer” which means light. This is why later in 

Paul’s letter he will say, “Examine yourselves, to see whether you are in the faith. 

Test yourselves… we pray to God that you may not do wrong…but that you may do 

what is right.” (2 Corinthians 5,7)  

When Jesus was tempted to go against the will of God, He turned to Scripture and 

prayer. It is through a knowledge of Scripture and use of prayer that we are able to 

discern what is good and life-giving and what is evil and robs us of the fullness of life. 

Too many of us are unskilled in the word of righteousness, and are like children who 

lack maturity in matters of faith. (Hebrews 5:12-14)  

The season of Lent has historically been a time to practice spiritual disciplines. Like 

Moses and Elijah on the mountains and Jesus in the wilderness, it is a 40 day period 

of seeking to draw closer to God and the life to which He has called us to live. It is a 

time to discern the good and the evil. And a time to renounce those things which keep 

us from growing in our faith and to practice those things which build up our faith.    

On Sunday mornings in Lent we will be examining how temptation works in our lives 

and how it can lead to spiritual development. On Wednesday evenings following our 

soup suppers we will hear testimonies from those who have allowed God to work in 

their lives and enabled them to grow in unexpected ways.

The option for themes are Maker Fun Factory, Orange VBS, or  
Backstage with the Bible; a final theme will be decided at our VBS meeting on Tuesday, February 21, 2017 at 6 pm at  
Annie Mathison's house, anyone that is interested in helping with this is invited.  

We have struggled to find a full-time teacher for the 1st/2nd grade Sunday School program, Tracy Marcus,  
Leann Wolbeck, and Sarah and Eric Kalkbrenner have filled in while we looked for a replacement but  
Carolrae Kalahar has returned and will be taking over her class once again.  

We are planning the end of the year party/picnic for 05/21/2017; we are waiting for approval from council before a 
final decision is made on the date.

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February Youth Ministry Report 

We always begin and end youth group time with prayer. Wednesday we play a 
game before we move into our Do Hard Things discussions. I continue to praise 
God for the seriousness with which these kids take their faith. To witness their 
humor, their relating of stories of boldness in defending their faith, and to see 
their openness to grow their Christian faith and get to know their Savior better is 
a blessing I am truly grateful for. 

Our Wednesday night group has averaged 8-12 kids and Sunday school usually 
has between 4-9 kids. As is often the case when one works with young people, I 
end up being blessed and learning so much myself. Their hearts are precious 
and I am discovering that the urgency to come alongside our young people can-
not be overstated. They are trying to navigate academics, sports, music, jobs, 
choose good friends-- all while trying to learn to become better & more effec-
tive Christ followers.   

The kids are open about situations that arise within peer groups and in school; 
about pressures they face and what they are doing about them. It is encouraging 
to listen to them share with each other what they do “when  . . .”  

One of my goals was and remains helping them become not only more familiar 
with their Bibles, but dependent on them. As part of that goal we often have an 
activity based on memorizing the books so they can more easily turn to the  
passages they want to look up—and just become more at ease and comfortable 
with their Bibles being a reference for life . . . like a dictionary for their hearts.  
Sometimes we play Bible trivia. It allows for some healthy competition and 
when the answer isn’t known, they race to see who can find the reference first. 
To help make sure no one ‘slips into the background’ during this activity, they 
take turns with who on their team can answer. 

With a few gone to Jamaica, we diverged from our normal book study and  
discussion to focus on the character trait ‘courage’. Actually, part of the book is 
going hand-in-hand with that but I am also using a unit from a Christian  
Character study.   

ñCourage isnôt the absence of fear. Courage is doing the right thing, even when 
we are afraid.ò To aid in our discussion on courage, we’re watching the movie 
Courageous. Each time one of them witnesses an example of a unique kind of 
courage during the film, they call it out and I make note. 

Last Sunday morning we took the first part of a quiz for their study on the  
Inter-Testamental Period. Tough material, but I’m proud of their stick-to-itness.  
They’re learning & being stretched. 

The room continues to come together. A big pre-Thank You to Dennis Myers 
who is going to work with the kids to build the clock they wanted to make for 
their room. 

Plans are in the works for Youth Sunday where they will participate during part 
of the service. Having the opportunity to support their pastor and serve their 
church family will help them realize how important it is to become plugged-in 
to and serve their church.
